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F. Definitions.
“Small business concern” -

(1) Means a concern, including its affiliates, that is independently owned and operated, not dominant in the field of
operation in which it is bidding on Government contracts, and qualified as a small business under the criteria in
13 CFR part 121 and the size standard in paragraph (b) of this provision.

(2) Affiliates, as used in this definition, means business concerns, one of whom directly or indirectly controls or has
the power to control the others, or a third party or parties control or have the power to control the others. In
determining whether affiliation exists, consideration is given to all appropriate factors including common
ownership, common management, and contractual relationships.

(2) The management and daily business operations of which are controlled (as defined at 13 CFR 124.106) by
individuals who meet the criteria in paragraphs (1)(i) and (ii) of this definition.

“8(a) Small disadvantaged business concern” means any small business concern that is at least 51% unconditionally
owned by an individual(s) who is a citizen of the U.S. and who is determined by SBA to be socially and economically
disadvantaged. Section 8(a) of the Small Business Act Authorizes the U.S. SBA to enter into contracts with government
agencies and to arrange for the performance of such contracts by awarding subcontracts to firms eligible for program
participation.

(2) The management and daily business operations of which are controlled by one or more veterans.

“Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concern” -
(1) Means a small business concern -

(i) Not less than 51 percent of which is owned by one or more service-disabled veterans or, in the case of any
publicly owned business, not less than 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more service-
disabled veterans; and

(ii) The management and daily business operations of which are controlled by one or more service-disabled
veterans or, in the case of a service-disabled veteran with permanent and severe disability, the spouse or
permanent caregiver of such veteran.

(2) "Service-disabled veteran" means a veteran, as defined in 38 U.S.C.101(2), with a disability that is service-
connected, as defined in 38 U.S.C.101(16).

“Indian” means any person who is a member of any Indian tribe, band, group, pueblo, or community that is recognized by
the Federal Government as eligible for services from the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) in accordance with 25
U.S.C.1452(c) and any "Native" as defined in the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (43 U.S.C.1601).

“Indian organization” means the governing body of any Indian tribe or entity established or recognized by the governing
body of an Indian tribe for the purposes of 25 U.S.C., Chapter 17.

“Indian-owned economic enterprise” means any Indian-owned (as determined by the Secretary of the Interior)
commercial, industrial, or business activity established or organized for the purpose of profit, provided that Indian
ownership constitutes not less than 51 percent of the enterprise.

“Indian tribe” means any Indian tribe, band, pueblo, or community, including native villages and native groups (including
corporations organized by Kenai, Juneau, Sitka, and Kodiak) as defined in the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act, that
is recognized by the Federal Government as eligible for services from BIA in accordance with 25 U.S.C.1452(c).

“Disadvantaged business enterprise” or “DBE” means a for-profit small business concern—

(1) Thatis at least 51 percent owned by one or more individuals who are both socially and economically
disadvantaged or, in the case of a corporation, in which 51 percent of the stock is owned by one or more such
individuals; and

(2) Whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more of the socially and
economically disadvantaged individuals who own it.

“Socially and economically disadvantaged individual” means any individual who is a citizen (or lawfully admitted
permanent resident) of the United States and who is—
(1) Anyindividual who a recipient finds to be a socially and economically disadvantaged individual on a case-by-
case basis.
(2) Any individual in the following groups, members of which are rebuttably presumed to be socially and
economically disadvantaged:
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(i) “Black Americans,” which includes persons having origins in any of the Black racial groups of Africa;

(ii) “Hispanic Americans,” which includes persons of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Dominican, Central or
South American, or other Spanish or Portuguese culture or origin, regardless of race;

(iii) “Native Americans,” which includes persons who are American Indians, Eskimos, Aleuts, or Native
Hawaiians;

(iv) “Asian-Pacific Americans,” which includes persons whose origins are from Japan, China, Taiwan, Korea,
Burma (Myanmar), Vietnam, Laos, Cambodia (Kampuchea), Thailand, Malaysia, Indonesia, the Philippines,
Brunei, Samoa, Guam, the U.S. Trust Territories of the Pacific Islands (Republic of Palau), the
Commonwealth of the Northern Marianas Islands, Macao, Fiji, Tonga, Kirbati, Juvalu, Nauru, Federated
States of Micronesia, or Hong Kong;

(v) “Subcontinent Asian Americans,” which includes persons whose origins are from India, Pakistan,
Bangladesh, Bhutan, the Maldives Islands, Nepal or Sri Lanka;

(vi) Women;

(vii) Any additional groups whose members are designated as socially and economically disadvantaged by the
SBA, at such time as the SBA designation becomes effective.
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
